Dramatic Reading of John 4:1-26

Title: “Sychar Snack bar”

Cast: 
Two readers acting the scene as much as space allows

Style: 
As though the two had met in snack bar or some other modern, public place

Jesus enters and sits down wearily.

Samaritan woman (SW) enters heavily made-up.

Jesus:  Excuse me…

SW looks up startled.

Jesus:  Yes you.  Could you bring me a drink of water?

SW:  Me?  Do you know who I am?  For a start, you’re a Jew and I’m a Samaritan….and a woman at that!  How can you ask me for a drink?

Jesus:  If you knew what God has for you and who you are speaking to, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water.

SW:  Sir, how can you get water for me?  Where can you get this living water?  Are you saying you are greater than our ancestors?  (getting water as she speaks)

Jesus:  (holding up water)   Anyone who drinks water like this (takes a sip) will get thirsty again, but anyone who drinks the water I give him will never get thirsty again.  In fact, it will be a spring of water, welling up to eternal life.

SW:  (sitting down eagerly)  Sir, give me some of this water so that I’ll never get thirsty and have to keep coming back here again.

Jesus:  Go and get your husband and come back. 

SW:  (shrinking back)  I haven’t got a husband.

Jesus:  No, you’re right there.  You’ve had five and the one you’re living with now is not your husband.

SW:  Whoa…I can see you’re a prophet.  You Jews say we have to worship in Jerusalem, even though our ancestors have always worshipped on this mountain.

Jesus:  Believe me, a time is coming when you will worship the Father neither here nor in Jerusalem.  You worship what you do not know; the Jews worship what they know, for they have seen salvation.  But a time is coming where true worshippers will worship in spirit and in truth and that’s the kind or worshippers God wants, because he is spirit.

SW(looking puzzled):  I know the one they call the Christ is coming and when he comes, he’ll explain all this to us.

Jesus:  I am that man.
