Cast:
Two – one interviewer and one person who can play ten different men


OR Ten – one interviewer and ten different characters

Style: 
A street interviewer talking to different men. The idea is that becoming a Christina is like discovering soap. Ideal for an outreach event where a speaker can follow up on the points made by the drama. Note: The people in the play are caricatures and so shouldn’t offend, but you need to edit for local circumstances!

Interviewer:

Hello and welcome to this week’s episode of “understanding men”.

Some of you may feel that is an impossibility, but we will attempt each week to get under the skin of men to find out what’s really going on. Talking of skin, tonight we’re going to consider washing. Now many of you may have personal experience of men and their inability to wash, but we’re going to interview ten different men to find out what they think. So why don’t men wash?

Interviewer: So why don’t you wash?

Bumpkin: Ohh ahh. I was scarred as a child. I was made to wash by mother and I never have since I’ve grown up. So I can’t tell you any more about washing, but what about pigs?

Interviewer: Well I don’t suppose they wash either. So why don’t you wash?

Hard as nails: Washing? Give over. People who wash are all hypocrites. They think they are so much cleaner than everyone else. You won’t catch me washing, I’d deck anyone I knew who did. Blumming hypocrites.

Interviewer: No why would anyone want to wash. So why don’t you wash?

A little camp: Washing? Oh I struggle with the soap. There are so many different types, which is the right one to use? Is my skin oily? Do I need Dove or Imperial Leather? I just can’t decide.

Interviewer: I think fairy liquid would probably suit you! So why don’t you wash?

Student: Yeah well I used to wash right. But it just got boring after while so I gave up. Not much more to say, boring right?

Interviewer: Errr very boring. So why don’t you wash?

Prim and Proper: Oh yes I think washing is very important. Quite the right thing to do. Oh yes I’m very regular with my washing—Christmas Eve and Easter Sunday every year. I’ve always felt that was enough, don’t you know, don’t want to go over the top?

Interviewer: Oh no definitely not sir. Each to their own. So why don’t you wash?

Brummie man:  Alright mate. Me I don’t wash, cos no one I know washes. Don’t want to be odd out like do I now?

Interviewer: Long way from home huh? So why don’t you wash?

Smoothie man: Wash? Hey who you calling dirty? I’m young, I don’t need to wash. May be when I’m old say forty perhaps—then hey maybe I’ll start washing then. But hey washing it’s a bit like settling down—something I don’t need to do right now. Hey how you doing?

Interviewer: Sorry got to wash my hair, maybe another time. So why don’t you wash?

Mr Chief Executive: Washing? Washing? When do I have time for washing. I’m up at 5 for my meditation. In the office by 6:30. Still there at 10. I don’t have time for wife never mind washing.

Interviewer: I don’t suppose you’ll ever get a wife if you don’t wash. So why don’t you wash?

Anarchist:  Wash? You must be joking. It’s just a capitalist plot to get your money. Did you know all soaps are made in factories? And that they owned by capitalist scum? You won’t catch me washing. Join with people and say no to washing, no to soap and no to big business running our lives.

Interviewer: I’ll take that as a no then. So why don’t you wash?

Nice bloke: Don’t wash? Oh but I do. I started recently when a friend who washes lent me some soap and towel. It’s great. I don’t know why I never started sooner…..
